The “Zenne Pressure Gauge 
Regulator” is ball bearing 
type regulator.  The ball 
bearing  prevents the 
occurance of high gas 
pressure in the unit.  

However, it is possible that 
the ball bearing may get 
stuck by the perfume oil 
emitted from within the gas 
tank.   

To loosen the bearings, 
simply press the ball bearing 
reset button on the bottom 
part of the nozzle to loosen 
up the ball bearings inside 
(See Fig.1).
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Function Of The Excess Flow Valve
•   The regulator is equipped with a manual excess flow valve.  The excess 
    flow valve is activated during the use of the gas appliance.
•   If the gas appliance consumes more gas than 110% of the regulator’s rated 
    capacity.
•   If the gas hose is disconnected suddenly.
•   If the gas hose disconnects or ruptures, the excess flow valve will automatically 
    cut off gas flow.  However, there is still a minimal gas flow, but will not cause
    any �re.

•   The regulator is connected to the gas appliance with the gas hose.  
    Gas appliance valves shall be in closed position.
•   The regulator is attached to the gas cylinder valve.
•   The on/off handle on the gas cylinder valve is turned into open position.
•   After filling up the regulator and hose with gas, close the regulator’s valve 
    again.  The gas is now trapped between gas regulator and gas appliance.
•   The manometer dial goes into the green area of the scale.
•   Wait for 2 minutes.  If the dial is still in the green area of the scale without 
    moving the installation is free of any leakage.
•   In case the dial is moving into the yellow or blue area, the installation may 
    have some leakages.
•   Go through the installation with leak spray or soap solution to identify the leak.

•  Gas appliance should not be used until all leaks have been eliminated.
