Marseille City Tour

Visit picturesque Marseille, France’s oldest city and tour
the highlight of Marseille - Notre Dame de la Garde Basilica,
the highest monument of Marseille. Embrace the 360°
panoramic view on the hill over the city and island.
Continue to see Vieux Port, and famous monument of
Palais Longchamp.

Avignon City Tour

Next, enjoy a short drive to Avignon. Make your way to the
city's star attraction — the UNESCO-listed Pope's Palace,
admire the history behind the 14th century castle and its
architecture. Stroll along the famous bridge of Pont
Saint-Bénézet which was well known for a lovely song “Sur
le pont d’Avignon”. Due to flood incident happened in 17th
century, only 4 arches and Philippe la Bel Tower remains.

Medieval Carcassonne Tour
A UNESCO World Heritage site built by Romans and
Visigoths. Tour of the fortified castle with 53 towers




includes a walk on the ramparts and Basilica Saint
Nazaire. The Pont Marengo bridge, one of the great
medieval gems of Europe, connects La Cite to the lower
city. The view of the whole castle from afar is a sight to
behold.

DAY 07 Bordeaux -4skm-Saint Emilion -askm- Bordeaux

No visit to the Bordeaux region is complete without touring
one of its Grand Cru Classes. Visit Chateau Cantenac in the
world-renowned Saint Emilion region and enjoy one of the
best wine tastings ever known. Stroll in this medieval village
and appreciate the lifestyle of traditional French wine
producing culture.

Bordeaux City Tour
