- Mae Saiis located at the border between Thailand and
Myanmar. This border town has a big market for
shopping and the reasonable price of most goods
reflects their origin from China, transported down the
Mekong River At the end of this program we will visit the
Yao and Akha hilltribes, and learn about their life.

- Golden Triangle - The most famous attraction where the
borders of the three countries; Laos Thailand and
Myanmar meet. It is about 9 kilometers north of Chiang
Saen. From this place, Laotian and Myanma border can
be seen through Mae Khong and Ruak River
respectively.

- White Temple - Wat Rong Khun, more well-known
among foreigners as the White Temple, is a
contemporary unconventional Buddhist temple in
Chiang Rai Province, Thailand. It was designed by
Chalermchai Kositpipat in 1997.
